MSHSAA member senior high schools and junior high schools registered for cross country cannot
participate in non-school fun runs, open races, road races, running events, triathlons, etc. against
schools/teams/individuals not registered for cross country with the MSHSAA during the school
cross country season.

During the 2009 MSHSAA Cross Country season, MSHSAA member senior high schools
registered for cross country can only participate against other MSHSAA senior high schools
registered for cross country and/or those senior high schools from a like association in another
state.

Likewise, during the 2009 MSHSAA Cross Country season, MSHSAA member junior high
schools registered for cross country can only participate against other MSHSAA junior high
schools registered for cross country and/or those junior high schools from a like association in
another state.
