While an assistant, Gray helped 
move the team from Division II to Division I status in move the team from Division II to Division I status in 
2006. 2006.

That team broke single-season records for home runs (48), hits (637), 
runs scored (393) and runs batted in (377). He saw individuals break records for runs scored (393) and runs batted in (377). He saw individuals break records for 
doubles (22) and home runs (20). doubles (22) and home runs (20).

During that span, he led the Patriots to a 
195-131 record and defeated three ranked opponents over a two-year span with 195-131 record and defeated three ranked opponents over a two-year span with 
his 2002 team going 35-20. Gray's teams were outstanding in the classroom, as his 2002 team going 35-20. Gray's teams were outstanding in the classroom, as 
well, earning a 3.328 GPA in 2000, ranking 10th nationally, and a 3.188 GPA in well, earning a 3.328 GPA in 2000, ranking 10th nationally, and a 3.188 GPA in 
1999.

Although he had the 
opportunity of  watching Turner under opportunity of  watching Turner under 
fire only a limited number of  at-bats fire only a limited number of  at-bats 
during fall practice due to a broken during fall practice due to a broken 
thumb, he's a good judge of  talent.thumb, he's a good judge of  talent.

"She's a special athlete, very talented "She's a special athlete, very talented 
and a good leader on this team, both and a good leader on this team, both 
verbally and physically," says Gray who verbally and physically," says Gray who 
replaces Aron Potter at the helm of  the replaces Aron Potter at the helm of  the 
Lions. Lions. 

"She's a player who never complains "She's a player who never complains 
about doing the work and expects about doing the work and expects 
everyone else to do it with her.
