Registration Procedures 
The  MSSU Team Camp will be limited to 10 teams. 
 
Entry Fee: $900 
Fee includes camp insurance. Each camper will re-
ceive a free t-shirt.  
 
Each team should bring a minimum of 10 players and 
maximum of 15. There will be an additional $75 
charge per additional player for teams with more than 
15 players. 
 
To ensure a slot: a non-refundable deposit of $450 
per team will be due by May 1, 2009. No spaces will 
be held without a deposit. The balance is due the first 
morning that camp begins. 
 
Varsity and Junior Varsity teams are invited to attend. 
Please know that any team that brings both JV and 
Varsity squads must have coaches for both squads. 
They also count as two different teams in regards to 
camp space/slots and availability.
