Over the span of his 
career from the bench, 
Willis has coached 36 
all-conference selec-

tions, six all-region members, two conference play-
ers of the year and one All-American.   
     The Missouri Southern program has enjoyed 
success at the highest level under Coach Willis, 
garnering an AVCA Top 25 ranking and being 
selected to the NCAA Championship. 
     Willis has coached camps and clinics across the 
U.S., from Arizona to North Carolina, and has 
coached internationally in Africa and Europe. 
 
Fourth year MSSU assistant coach, Nicole Cirillo, 
brings many years of club and camp coaching ex-
perience to the program.  She 
has taught camps at Southwest 
Illinois College and the Univer-
sity of Central Arkansas, along 
with numerous clinics at Mis-
souri Southern. She is also a 
head coach and Director of 
Operations for the Joplin Chap-
ter of Ozark Juniors. 
 
 
The MSSU staff will be joined by several of its 
Missouri Southern players, along with some of the 
areas top coaches to round out it’s summer staff. 
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F July 28  Setters Camp 
This day is designed to help the high school set-
ter (9th-12th grade) take their skills to the next 
level.  Each setter will receive hundreds of repeti-
tions delivering a hittable ball.  Posture, hand 
position, and foot work will all be taught in order 
to develop maximum consistency.  Players will 
advance to jump setting, deception and attacking 
as the clinic progresses.
