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DR. BRUCE W. SPECK, is the 4th president in Missouri Southern State Universityds history as a four-
year institution.

He was named president in January 2008 and began his duties at Missouri Southern on Feb. 4, 2008.

Prior to being named MSSU president, Dr. Speck was Provost and Vice President for Academic and
Student Affairs at Austin Peay State University (APSU) in Clarksville, Tenn., one of six universities
in the Tennessee Board of Regents System. From 2001-2005, Dr. Speck served as Vice President for
Academic Affairs and tenured Professor of English at APSU.

Before joining APSU, Dr. Speck served at the University of North Carolina at Pembroke as the
Associate Vice Chancellor for Academic Affairs and Professor of English and Interim Dean of the
College of Arts and Sciences (1999-2000) and Dean of the College of Arts and Sciences and Professor of
English (2000-2001).

Dr. Speckis academic credentials include a Ph.D. in English with emphasis in Rhetoric and
Composition, University of Nebraska-Lincoln, a Master of Arts in English from Wayne State College in Nebraska, and a Bachelor
of Arts in English from the University of Northern Colorado.

He and his wife, Carmen, have three grown children, Heidi, Ryan and Rose-Marie.

DR. JEFFREY MACOMBER joined the music faculty at MSSU in 2002. He is the director of the
Southern Jazz Orchestra, the Southern Summer Jazz Orchestra, and teaches a variety of courses
including music theory, arranging, music history, and applied music d low brass. Dr. Macomber also
serves as Head of the Music Department.

He holds degrees in Instrumental Music Education, Music Performance, and Pedagogy from
Bowling Green State University and The University of lowa. Before coming to MSSU, Dr. Macomber
served on the music faculties of the Tulsa Public Schools, Phillips University, Armstrong State College,
Clarion University of Pennsylvania, and Bemidji State University. In addition to his experience as an
academic, Dr. Macomber has held appointments as principal trombonist of the Symphony Orchestra
of Brazil, lead trombonist of the Rio Jazz Orchestra, bass trombonist of the Hilton Head Orchestra, and
second trombonist of the Fort Wayne Philharmonic, Tulsa 0Starlighté Band, and the Indiana Chamber
Orchestra. Additionally, he has performed with the Savannah Symphony, Tulsa Philharmonic, Quad-
Cities Symphony, and the Oklahoma Sinfonia. Currently, he is the bass trombonist of the Crowder
College Jazz Orchestra.

CHARLES 0BUDG CLARK, became Director of Choral Activities at Missouri Southern State
University in 1988, and has been teaching in Missouri since 1969. He received his bacheloris and
masteris degrees from the University of Central Missouri in Warrensburg. Mr. Clark is a highly
sought after conductor/clinician, and has conducted more than 250 clinics and workshops throughout
Missouri, Kansas, Arkansas, and Oklahoma. His choirs have performed at both Missouri Music
Educators Association Conventions and the American Choral Directors Summer Convention. He
conducted the Missouri Southern Chamber Choir in May 1999 in Vienna, Budapest, Graz, Salzburg,
Innsbruck, and Munich, as the representative choir from Missouri for the Strauss Festival in Vienna.

Mr. Clarkis professional memberships include Missouri Music Educators Association, Music
Educators National Conference, and American Choral Directors Association. He has been president of
the Missouri Music Educators Association. Mr. Clark has more than 30 published articles including the
O0Humord6 column for a national magazine, Vocalease.

MATTHEW HOLT, after more than three decades of teaching in high school, returned to his alma
mater as an adjunct instructor in music appreciation and show choir. He graduated Summa Cum
Laude with a bacheloris degree in education from MSSU and he earned his masteris degree in
Choral Music from the University of North Texas. He has done additional graduate study at several
universities, most notably the VanderCook College of Music in Chicago. He began teaching at Jasper
and then returned to his high school alma mater of Webb City. He was Director of Junior High
Music and in 1980 he became high school Choir Director, retiring in 2007 after 31 years of public
school music instruction. His choirs received consistent | ratings at festivals, as did many solos and
ensembles. His students achieved numerous placements in the Missouri Fine Arts Academy, Missouri
All-State Choir, and Missouri All-State Show Choir. His show choirs earned many trophies and
caption awards at showchoir festivals. He is the founder of the Southwest Showchoir Showcase, an
annual competitive festival at Webb City High School.
