Range of Awards: $1,250 per qualified student for an en�re semester or year* 
$1,000 per qualified student for a short-term study abroad trip** 

  

Deadline for Applica�ons: Round One: September 22, 2023 
Round Two: January 26, 2024 
Round Three: April 19, 2024 (for travel a�er July 1, 2024) 

  

Eligibility: Students must have a minimum 2.5 GPA and be a full-�me Missouri 
Southern student to be eligible for a grant. A student applying in 
Round One must have completed or be enrolled in a combined total of 
24 hours during the current semester and the two immediately 
preceding semesters. A student applying in Round Two or Round Three 
must have completed or be enrolled in a combined total of 24 hours 
during the current semester and the two immediately preceding 
semesters. If a student’s GPA drops below 2.5 before the study 
abroad experience, or if the student drops/fails a class and no longer 
has full-�me status, his or her funding will be revoked. These awards 
may not be used in conjunc�on with scholarship assistance given to 
allow par�cipa�on in the Summer in Sweden program. The awards 
must be used for educa�onal pursuits that result in academic credit 
and may not be used solely for touring. 

  

 Graduate students must have a minimum 2.5 GPA and have completed 
at least nine hours of graduate study and be currently enrolled in at 
least nine hours of graduate study at the �me of the applica�on. 

 

Purpose of the Grant Program: 

To provide support for full-�me students who wish to increase their interna�onal experience and/or to 
increase their competency in a language other than English. The program encourages study at an 
interna�onal ins�tu�on outside the United States, par�cipa�on in interna�onal internships, or 
par�cipa�on in any recognized interna�onal experience approved by the Interna�onal & Domes�c 
Grants Commitee. The study abroad experience must result in the student earning academic credit from 
MSSU. The Ins�tute of Interna�onal Studies will be glad to assist students in iden�fying possibili�es. 

Submission Process: 

Applicants are to submit the applica�on on the reverse side of this sheet, with a two-page statement 
included, to the administra�ve assistant of the Ins�tute of Interna�onal Studies, Room 337-C of Webster 
Hall, no later than 4:00 p.m. on the deadline date. 

*Can be used only for airfare or other transporta�on-related expenses. 
**A student is allowed only one short-term study abroad grant, including faculty-led trips.
