Procedure

1. Please send all of the required application documents by the deadline to our office.
(All requirements should be submitted via express airmail.)

2. We will send you Admission Letter and other visa documents to your office in late
December to early January(for spring semester).

3. Please ask your students to get an appropriate visa(exchange student visa[D-2-6]) with
the documents at the Korean embassy in your country.

4. After purchasing a flight ticket, send us by e-mail “Travel Details(flight information)” to
pick your students up. * We will inform you of the arrival date for a pick-up service.

We only provide a pick-up service on that day(3pm or 7pm). Please tell your students to

buy a flight ticket after we let you know the exact date.

5. All exchange students should attend the orientation.

Health Insurance

- All exchange students should buy a Health Insurance during studying in Korea. If
students have bought the insurance in their own country, please submit the copy of the
insurance. The insurance should cover the period of staying in Korea. Your students
can buy it after their arrival in Korea, it costs about 110,000won.

Information of Academic Courses

- Exchange students can take a minimum of 3 credits and a maximum of 19 credits.

- The credit students take can be transferred into their own countries’ university.

- Exchange students should choose the classes based on their Korean language ability.
(When you select the exchange students, Korean language proficiency should be taken
into consideration. Some students without Korean language ability have troubles in
studying at SMU.

- We will send students’ academic transcripts to your office after exchange program
finishes.

- We have a free Korean Language class(non-credit). It is divided into 3 level classes :
basic, intermediate, advanced classes according to students’ Korean Language level.

International Language and Culture Education Center

- Sangmyung University has the International Language and Culture Education Center
where a lot of students from various countries learn a Korean language. Exchange
students who are unable to speak Korean can learn it. We provide the exchange students
with a 30% discount. If your students are interested in learning a Korean language, please
let us know.
